STATIONS OF THE CROSS

Have you ever thought about saying or meditating on the Stations of
the Cross at home as a family? Many families cannot make it to
church for those scheduled times for “The Stations.” The most
important element of this devotion is what effect it has in our lives, or
how it changes our heart. Sometimes, the Stations can have their
greatest impact on us when they are said together at home as a family.
Following is a “family” way of the cross.
